Breckenridge Grand Vacations (BGV) is a privately held and locally owned company that has been in business for more than 35 years as the developers of Gold Point Resort, Grand Timber Lodge, Grand Lodge on Peak 7 and Grand Colorado on Peak 8. BGV employs more than 650 individuals and offers five-star lodging accommodation to more than 30,000 owners. Created in 1984, Breckenridge Grand Vacations was built by brothers Mike and Rob Millisor and friend Mike Dudick upon the belief that the success of their company would be determined by the positive impact it has on their owners and guests, employees and the community. 
Approach to Community Giving

The owners of Breckenridge Grand Vacations are deeply committed to supporting the communities in Summit and Park Counties. In addition to their personal involvement, the owners believe they have a responsibility to financially support the nonprofit agencies that make Summit and Park Counties such wonderful places to live, work and play. To that end, Breckenridge Grand Vacations offers a Community Giving Program that makes grant and sponsorship funding available to the nonprofit agencies serving these two counties.  

BGV Gives was created in 2016 to facilitate and further extend Breckenridge Grand Vacations’ philanthropic reach and impact. Inspired by the late BGV Owner/Developer Rob Millisor, this charitable program honors his example of service to others by supporting the local nonprofit community. Breckenridge Grand Vacations continues Rob’s legacy of giving through fundraising, sponsorships, grants, volunteerism and in-kind donations on behalf of those in need. 
In 2022, Breckenridge Grand Vacations reorganized to create the Community Impact department. Encompassing BGV Gives, Employee Experience and Sustainability, BGV Community Impact seeks to further elevate BGV’s commitment to environmental, social, and philanthropic initiatives to further our legacy as a people-first organization. We do well, by doing good. 
General Purpose of Grant Process and Funding

This application process is designed to capture all the information needed to evaluate requests and make funding decisions.  
All grant and event sponsorship requests and/or requests for in-kind goods and services should use this application and process. While we will continue to accept requests of $1,000 or less and/or in-kind goods and services throughout the year, we ask that you submit any anticipated requests through this grant process. 
Funding Priorities
Breckenridge Grand Vacations would like to support all the nonprofit agencies in the community, however there are limits to our funding capabilities. The general criteria provided below will be used to assist with funding decisions. Ultimately, all decisions are at the discretion of the owners of Breckenridge Grand Vacations. Grant applicants are asked to review the following funding priorities prior to submitting a request. 
· The funding request directly benefits the residents of Summit and/or Park Counties with an emphasis on programs that support health, human services, and education. BGV Gives also funds initiatives in art and culture, environment, sports and recreation. 
· There is a documented need for the program or service that the grant will support. 
· There is a measurable benefit of the grant funded program to the community. 
· The grant request is cost effective. 
· Will consider requests for general operating, program or capital grants. 

Funding Restrictions
BGV Gives generally will not provide funding for:
· Direct grants or scholarships to individuals


○   Religious outreach activities
· Programs or projects already completed



○   Endowments
· Political organizations





○   Research projects
· Organizations outside the designated funding areas of Summit and Park Counties

Eligible Organizations
To be considered for support from BGV Gives, applicant organizations must meet the following requirements:
· Must be tax exempt under the provisions of section 501(c)(3) and 170(b)(1)(a)(i. V. I. ) of the IRS Code, 
a governmental or public education agency. 
· Must be in good standing with the State and the IRS. 
· Must serve Summit or Park County communities. 
· Must operate according to nonprofit management best practices. 
· For broad, multi-agency capital or operational requests, a single agency meeting all the above criteria must be designated as the fiscal agent for the request.
